1. Encourage the creation and development of clergy 
caucuses in all congregation-based organizations of 
the Gamaliel Foundation 

2. Develop a network of clergy caucuses 
3. Organize training events for clergy 
4. Develop a body of theological materials relevant to 

principles of congregation-based organizing 
5. Guide regional and national issues development with 

the Gamaliel Foundation 
6. Challenge organizers to be attentive to the needs, 

theologies and values of the religious communities 
7. Strengthen relationships between the Gamaliel Foun-

dation and denominational judicatories 
8. Act as a resource to clergy and local congregation-

based organizations 
9. Help the Gamaliel Foundation identify potential sites 

for new congregation-based organizing efforts.
